All told, the optimization of this production
facility represents an investment of $3.5 million.

In fact, the company will boast more than 12,000 square metres
of production space when this expansion is completed, because
MEP also owns two other plants on Peugeot Street, in the
Industrial Park Centre in Laval

[ acquired the company in 1990, but MEP has been established
in Laval since 1959, explains its president, Armand A lalo.

Putting the plants the company has opened since then in Laval
was an obvious choice, because the city s industrial parks enjoy
an exceptional location that provides access to all markets and
major transportation routes.

This aspect is particularly important for MEP, which exports fully
95% of its production to the United States and Mexico, and
which has a number of suppliers in China. Since 1997, when the
company began to do a great deal of business in the states of
New York, Connecticut and California, as well as in the Chicago
and Boston regions, MEP has experienced very strong growth.
Indeed, it expects to reach the $100 million sales mark in the
near future.

Right now, we are in acquisition mode, and are looking to buy
companies that work in the same eld or whose operations
complement those of MEP. What s more, we also intend to recruit
an additional 80 employees, declares Mr. A lalo.

As Geniro Systems founder and president, Dr. Stefan Stan,
explains: Our system is especially appropriate for use in the most
impoverished rural areas of, for example, Africa, as both wind and
sun are freely available, completely renewable resources that do
not contribute to deforestation or the emission of greenhouse
gases, which can result from the other methods (the burning of
wood, gas- or oil-powered generators) employed to generate
power in such locations.

Dr. Stan goes on to say that he and his companys staff are
particularly proud of the solution they have developed because

providing a dependable, low-cost system for energy generation
can have a profound effect on the lives of people, especially
women, in underdeveloped areas. Freed from the long hours it
takes to manually gather fuel and water merely to meet their
subsistence needs, their energies can be focussed on activities
that will produce income, and thus a better standard of living for
themselves and their families.

The Multisource Power Generation System is just the latest of
Geniro Systems research and development projects, to which the
company devotes approximately $500,000 per year. Founded in
1996, this electrical and automation systems contractor designs
and manufactures equipment, as well as provides consulting
services, for a variety of industries.

Doubling the size of its Francis Hughes Avenue plant last year to
10,000 square feet, Geniro Systems currently employs a total of
50 individuals in Laval and in Algeria, where the company has
delivered all the electrical and control equipment for ve offshore

oil tanker loading stations. Geniro Systems will also soon
complete a three-year-long major project to provide electrical and
control systems for two pump stations belonging to Algerias
state-owned oil company, Sonatrach. The company received the
support of Export Development Canada and the National Bank of
Canada for both these projects.
